(1290 miles, 4 hours)
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Take the N2 North, from Dublin through Ardee,
Carrickmacross, Monaghan Town, Aughnacloy (A5,
North-West Passage) Omagh, Strabane and into Derry.
Upon reaching Derry City, follow signs for the city
centre and Craigavon Bridge.

Turn left onto the Craigavon Bridge, heading for the
City Centre. Craigavon Bridge has two levels and you
will want to head right at the end of the bridge, staying
along the waterfront into town.

If crossed on the upper deck, at the far end of the
bridge take the 34 exit on the roundabout, and follow
the road to the next roundabout and take the 2nd exit.

If crossed on the lower deck at the far end of the
bridge, turn right at the lights, and follow the road to
the roundabout and take the 3rd exit. In either case you
should now be on the dual carriage way along the
waterfront.

Proceed along that road (Foyle Rd), straight through the
traffic lights to a large roundabout (outside the
Guildhall). Again you will wish to stay on the waterfront
so take the 3rd exit off the roundabout.

Continue along this road, straight ahead at the next
roundabout until you reach a set of traffic lights.

Take a left turn at these lights (unto the Rock Road) and
about 100metres along this you will see the University
of Ulster on your left hand side.

Turn left into University of Ulster car parking area and
proceed down the ramp at the far side. Continue up the
hill, past 8over8's office on the left hand side (blue and
silver building).

Continue past the entrance to park your car at the top
